At Barrel Proof For High Caliber Flavor. 

Created with the help of several of our Halter Wildlife Bourbon lovers, this small two-barrel batch has produced 350 bottles. Both have a full
proof of approximately 55.9%. With notes of caramel, clove, honey and light citrus, it is a very crisp and clean bourbon. 

The more it sits on the palate, the more the subtle citrus and 7-up comes out. Coco from Barrel #2 is softened to a very light dark chocolate
while the sweet soda citrus lingers to the end. 

These bourbons (2 separate barrels) were selected by more than a dozen members sampling from several barrels that had already been pre-
selected for their quality, rich flavor and individual flavor characteristics. The members chose to combine two of the sample barrels tasted to
create a deeper fuller flavor that had characteristics from both barrels. The labels are custom designed and approved by Halter with the
assistance of our professional graphic artist. All bottles are individually filled, numbered, and labeled by hand. Both were bottled direct from
the barrel, unfiltered and at full proof. Just like drinking it straight from the barrel!
 
Please take the time to read up on our Halter Wildlife custom made Bourbon. You will not find it on any other shelf for sale but at Halter. We
would like to thank the 12 specially selected members that enjoy a great Bourbon who came out for a tasting and carefully selected two
barrels to marry and make one outstanding Double Barrel Bourbon.
